FROM THE DESK OF JOHN MCGRATH, INSTALL DIRECTOR

There is some Earth shaking going on in the carpet industry. Most carpet
mills have finally agreed to insert certification requirements into their
warranties. They have directed the Carpet & Rug Institute to create
carpet installation standards that will be accepted by government
agencies. From these standards a carpet installation certification will be
developed and this certification will be warranted by the mills. The
chosen body to accept these standards is the American National
Standards Institute (ANSI).

Fortunately for us, we already have an INSTALL carpet certification, but
we have two major challenges!

1. Influence the industry to establish standards and a certification that is
equal to ours.

2. Have enough or our membership certified across the USA & Canada, so
that when the mills start warranting certifications, we are recognized as
the expert source of certification.

It is vital that we meet these challenges. Failure to do so will legitimize
lesser standards than ours and position our training and certification
standards as obsolete. Why would a customer choose our contractors if
the carpet mills will warranty (insure) cheaper installations?

Historically, our non-Union competition does not have a unifying structure
to push for advancement. The odds are that they will not be able to
legitimately create a highly trained, certified-pool of installers. If the
industry does not have a source of highly trained, certified installers they
will not be able to implement the certification requirements in their
warranties. That is why we have to be in the position to provide the
installers across the USA and Canada at the opportune time.
